	1. Laboratory Equipment, Glassware, Chemical, and Usage Policy 
If a presenter needs to ship workshop, demonstration, or presentation materials, please make sure they arrive at the address listed below at least three weeks prior to the start of the conference (July 13, 2009). This is necessary so that all items can be inventoried and sorted prior to the beginning of the conference. Each box should have the primary presenter’s name written in bold letters on the outside of the box. Shipments should be sent to:

In order to minimize the complications associated with bringing chemicals a long distance, modest amounts of chemicals will be provided for presenters that are K-12 and college teachers. What can be supplied will be determined once the request processing begins. ChemEd 2009 will supply basic materials and equipment for the preparation of chemical demonstrations and workshops by request.
It is highly recommended that presenters bring or ship all necessary materials if possible.
A ChemEd 2009 Supply Center will be available to facilitate check in/ check out of equipment, glassware, and chemicals. Detailed check in / check out procedures will be posted at a later date.

There will be no guarantees of the availability of any equipment, glassware, or chemicals. Requests will be filled on a “first come-first serve” basis.

ChemEd 2009 will make every effort to have student volunteers assist in the transport of chemicals and equipment to presentation sites.

Equipment, glassware, and chemicals for workshops, presentations, and demonstrations may be inspected when a pre-scheduled time has been arranged. ChemEd 2009 will make every effort to accommodate everyone’s needs for preparation for workshops. Equipment, glassware, and chemicals will be available for pick up 2 hours prior to the session unless special arrangements have been made.

Please return materials within 2 hours after the end of the session. This ensures that materials are available for other presenters. Wash stations will be available in the supply center if your session site does not have facilities for washing.

There will be a cost to replace any equipment that is damaged, broken, or not returned.
ChemEd 2009 will have the following items available:
· Access to a chemistry lecture demonstration preparation area (reasonable hours), 

· Access to deionized water, Dry Ice, and Liquid N2
· Access and use of normal glassware and measurement devices (balances, graduated cylinders, etc.), 

· Labels for use on all containers, 

· Access to safety equipment (gloves, lab apron or lab coat) while preparing and presenting chemical demonstrations. 

· There will be a secure room for the storage of prepared chemicals.

	c. A plan for disposing of all wastes generated by each demonstration and workshop.     


	d. An estimate of the quantity of waste to be generated and a list of the chemicals in the waste, including the approximate percentages of each one.     
e. For workshop presenters providing their own chemicals, provide a written statement about how unused chemicals will be dealt with. A description of how unused chemicals will be dealt with after the completion of the conference. Please note all workshop and demonstration chemicals provided by ChemEd 2009 will remain the property of RU.      

	f. A procedure for all experiments used in demonstrations and workshops.
