Winston CD Install Notes


These instructions apply to the CD accompanying our textbook, Operations Research, Applications and Algorithms (with CD-ROM and InfoTrac), by Wayne L. Winston, 4th edition, 2004, Duxbury Press, ISBN 0-534-38058-1.

According to the readme.txt file on the CD, the following software is included. For each package, I include YES or NO to indicate if we will be using that package. Here's the list:


Premium Solver 5.0 - (note: must install Excel solver before installing 


this - NO)


Decision Tools Industrial version 4.5.2 (@RISK Excel simulator - NO)


LINGO 8.0 - (optimization software - YES)


LINDO 6.0 - (Linear Interactive and Discrete Optimizer - YES)


Process Model 4.2.7 (simulator - NO)


Datasets for the textbook (YES)

Important installation note: Do NOT select the option to restart your computer in the middle of the installation process. Make sure that the entire installation is complete before restarting.

Even though I don't recommend installing Premium Solver, you will need to install the Solver Add-In that is shipped with Excel (you must install the Excel Solver before installing the premium version anyway). 

To install the Excel Solver, for some versions you will need your Microsoft Office installation CD. To install, open Excel. Then select Tools and Add-Ins. Check the box titled Solver Add-In and OK. Click Yes to the question "Would you like to install it now?". Excel will ask you to insert your Office CD, and after inserting, the installation will complete. After you've finished, the tools menu will include Solver as one of the menu options.

Installing the software from the book CD:

- Normally the CD installs to c:\WinstonOR4e. I like to install programs to the c:\Program files directory, so before starting, I created a directory there with a directory name C:\Program Files\WinstonOR4e.

- Insert the CD. Accept the license agreement, etc. Under Choose Destination Location, if different than the default directory, browse to the installation directory. Next.

- Select Components. Initially, I just selected README, LINDO 6.1, LING 8.0, and Dataset files. There is a separate dialog to install each of these packages. I also created the directories LINDO61 and LINGO80 under the Program Files directory, and installed LINDO and LINGO there.
- That's it. See additional information below about newer versions of LINDO and LINGO that are available from the LINDO Systems web site. If you're using Windows Vista, the versions on the CD won't work, and you must use the newer versions. Even for Windows XP, the newer versions are probably better, although I haven't tested them, and the versions on the CD work fine.
