Your manager is pleased with your test cases, but she is uncomfortable releasing the calculateAge() function without source code.  Therefore, your manager has asked you to rewrite the function, including Java doc comments, and submit the fully tested source code by the end of today.  Your manager is confident that you can deliver high quality code quickly because you already have a complete set of test cases.  
You decide to complete this assignment as follows:
1. Write the function signature

2. Write the Java doc comments defining each parameter, return value, and test cases

3. Write the “stub” function (see Lab 04b) with dummy return statement

4. Write all of the test cases

5. For each test condition, write the code, execute the automated test suite, and verify the test results 

Test Cases

Case 1: birthday comes after today’s date

calculateAge(1, 1, 2008, 2, 5, 2007) = -1

Case 2: birth month less than current month

calculateAge(1, 4, 2000, 2, 5, 2007) = 7

calculateAge(1, 5, 2000, 2, 5, 2007) = 7

calculateAge(1, 6, 2000, 2, 5, 2007) = 7

Case 3: birth month same as current month

calculateAge(2, 4, 2000, 2, 5, 2007) = 7

calculateAge(2, 5, 2000, 2, 5, 2007) = 7

calculateAge(2, 6, 2000, 2, 5, 2007) = 6

Case 4: birth month greater than current month

calculateAge(3, 4, 2000, 2, 5, 2007) = 6

calculateAge(3, 5, 2000, 2, 5, 2007) = 6

calculateAge(3, 6, 2000, 2, 5, 2007) = 6

Bring a printout of your source code to lab on Wednesday.  If you are unable to print your source code you may cut and paste your code, and comments, into another document for printing.
